Meeting Updates and Action Items
· Kandan and Tina reviewed logistics, headcount and agenda items; TSC members and community members encouraged to attend in person, people should RSVP by August 12th and mention if they are attending in person to help with logistics planning and food order; community encouraged to spread the word about Akraino Summit; Kandan will talk to Jill and spread the word through social media channels and various mailing lists; Summit will be followed by LF Edge event and Open Source Summit + Embedded Linux Foundation NA 2019 from August 21-23, 2019 in San Diego, so community can plan to attend both; goal is to finalize summit agenda by early next week

· Deepak recapped the items that were approved by TSC during the July 25th meeting; Deepak to update LF Edge on TSC decisions regarding Family PTL, where a new coordinator role has been approved; the coordinator as approved by TSC will be responsible for maintaining repos at the family level for a given family
· Sujata presented the Criteria and Milestones for “Mature” Release 2; the key point is that since Release 2 Date is Nov 30th 2019, all the projects intending to be part of Rel 2 should meet all the release criteria by Oct 31st, this includes, projects that wish to be self-certified as well as those that wish to be “mature” releases; for “mature” release – blueprints must pass validation tests specified by blueprint validation feature project, must pass security tests as specified by security sub-committee, 2 separate labs have done blueprint validation, and blueprint must have had an R1 release; 
· Blueprint owners should indicate if their project intends to go for graduation review on the Rel 2 planning page so project reviews can be scheduled accordingly. https://wiki.akraino.org/display/AK/Release+2+Planning
· Blueprint owners should also indicate the target dates of their various Milestone achievement on Incubation Stage reporting page: https://wiki.akraino.org/display/AK/BP+Incubation+Stage+Reporting
